Prov. 26:4,5 - Do not answer a fool according to his folly, lest you also be like him.
Answer a fool according to his folly, Lest he be wise in his own eyes.
Q.18 Wherein consists the sinfulness of that estate whereinto man fell?
A. The sinfulness of that estate whereinto man fell, consists in the guilt of Adam' s first sin, 
the want of original righteousness, and the corruption of his whole nature, which is 
commonly called Original Sin; together with all actual transgressions which proceed from 
it. (Rom. 5:12,19, Rom. 5:10-20, Eph. 2:1-3, James 1:14-15, Matt. 15:19)
Q. 19 What is the misery of that estate whereinto man fell?
A. All mankind by their fall lost communion with God, (Gen. 3:8,10,24) are under his wrath 
and curse, (Eph. 2:2-3, Gal. 3:10) and so made liable to all miseries in this life, to death 
itself, and to the pains of hell for ever. (Lam. 3:39, Rom. 6:23, Matt. 25:41,46)
